You have been assigned to do a pre-shift examination of an outby drive and belt
area. This belt is operated on production shifts for a section located inby and 9
miners are working on that section. The inspection is to include all entries #1
through #3 up to the box check, regulator and stop placard. Entries average 18
to 20-feet wide by 6 to 8-feet high. The mine has a history of some methane.
Energizing / de-energizing equipment is handled through switches. All actions
must be verbalized to the Judges. Gas readings and air readings will be handled
through the Judges.
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VENTILATION PLAN

Ventilation devices shall be maintained to within 5 feet of the face and to
the last row of supports for mined faces.

When an auxiliary fan is operating and the ventilation tubing is routed
through the crosscut immediately outby the last open crosscut,
compliance with the last open crosscut ventilating requirement will be
met if the sum of the air quantities in the vent tube and last two open
crosscuts exceeds the quantity specified below.

Permanent ventilation (stoppings) shall be maintained up to and
including the third connecting crosscut. Stoppings shall be installed
between intake and belt prior to start of mining.

Ambient Carbon Monoxide is 5 PPM.

AMS sensor on 1000 foot spacing.

Idle Face 3,000 CFM

Bolting Face 3,000 CFM

Last Open Crosscut 22,000 CFM

Roof Control Plan

The Roof Control Plan requires 5-foot fully grouted resin bolts to be
installed on 4-foot by 4-foot centers, with a minimum of 4 bolts per row.

Roof bolts are required to be installed to within 4 feet of the face.

The depth of mining cuts shall not exceed 20 feet as measured from the
last row of permanent supports.

Faces shall be bolted within 24 hours of mining; except during equipment
(roof bolter) breakdowns. Upon completion of repairs, bolting of un-

supported faces shall immediately begin.

Unsupported warning indicator to be hung on last row.
